Career and Technical Education, and are intended to provide a focus for the student’s learning. 

2Washington State History and Government is a required course taken in 7th grade. Highline students missing the 

7th grade course must complete a WA State Packet with student assignments (packet available at the high school 

counseling office). Out-of-state/district student transfer courses will be evaluated by Highline Public Schools on a 

case-by-case basis.
